1) Remove the five({5) screws securing the housing

and open the housing.Remove the motor. (Fig.1)

2) Open the levers on both side of the motor and 6¢f\\\»\
replace the brush inside.Be sure to insert the RSN
round end of the brush into the motor,and make Gfﬁ'éﬁyy

sure this round end is touching the motor. (Fig.2)
3) Close the levers.

4) Replace the motor,the housing, and five(5) screws S Lo Uop
