4. Made of SUS304 for high resistance to rusting and oxidation caused
by heat.
5. A flange which prevents the heat from being transmitted to the grip.
6. Heat-resistant cap for the safe storage.(Only 984 includes the cap.)
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Normally use the HAKKO PRESTO at 20W. However, it can be heated at 130W
while the switch is pushed. If you want to shorten the heat recovery time
(approximately 20 seconds to get ready for soldering) or if you temporarily need
high heat capacity to solder a relay or a connector, push the switch for 5 to 10
seconds. Push the button for 130W. Do not push the button over 30 secods.
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There are four tip shapes for HAKKO PRESTO.
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1 end and soldering wide area using the tip face.
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Press the tip lightly against the part to be soldered and heat the part.
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Melt the solder by touching it against the part. \
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When melted solder has spread over the part, remove the tip from the
part and allow the solder to harden.
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® Push the button for 130W. Do not push the button over 30 seconds.
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When the power is on, the tip temperature can reach over
300°C(572°F). Since mishandling may lead to burns or fire, be sure
to comply with the following precautions.

® Do not touch the tip and the metallic parts near the tip.

@ Do not turn on the power with the cap attached to the tip.

® Do not use the product near flammable items.

e Unplug when the unit is not in use.

® Do not warm up the soldering iron with the tip pointing down.

® Place the iron in the iron holder when not in use.

® Do not use the unit for applications other than soldering.

® Do not wet the unit or use the unit when your hands are wet.

® Do not modify the unit. Use only genuine Hakko replacement parts.
If the power cord is damaged it must be replaced by the
manufacturer, its service agent or similarly qualified person in order
to avoid personal injury or damage to the unit.

® Do not shock the unit. The heating element is easily damaged by
physical shock.

® The soldering process will produce smoke, so make sure the area
is well ventilated.

® The Hakko PRESTO is not intended for use by children or infirm
persons without supervision.

® Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with
the Hakko PRESTO.

Note

® Remove residual solder or any dirt with a moistened cleaning
sponge or the tip cleaner.

e Before storage, wipe the tip clean and apply a coat of fresh solder.
Then unplug the soldering iron.

e For the cap : The cap consists of a heat-resistant resin, however, it is
recommended that the cap be attached to the tip after the tip is cooled
down. If the cap is attached to a hot tip, the cap can be heated.

o Never file the tip to remove oxide.

o [f the tip is deformed or heavily corroded, replace it with a new one.

® Before replacing the tip, please ensure you have unplugged your
soldering iron from power source and allow it to cool completely. The
tip can be replaced by using pliers or the like to remove the nut. After
replacing the tip, tighten the nut securely.

® Replacement parts must be ordered to your nearest HAKKO

representative.
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
