3. INITIAL SETUP

¥-Before use
Remove the rail fixing bracket
before use.

@ Main unit assembly
@Attach the mounting plate to the grip fixture using the included hex wrench.
(2Attach the positioning unit to the holder.

Grip fixture M Girip fixture L

@ Attach the hot-air handpiece (for HAKKO FR-810B/811)

(DSlide the included O-ring onto the handpiece.

(@Insert the handpiece fully into the rotating base, and close the
clamp lever.

O-ring TFit the O-ring into this part.

@ Attach the board holder
Remove the rubber feet and attach the board holder to the board holder joint.

4. OPERATION

@ Adjusting position

The grip fixture has 3 ways of adjusting
the position or height of the handpiece.

* Y-axis direction
(DLoosen the lock knob.
(QPush the slide gear support down and
slide it along the Y-axis direction.
(®For fine adjustments, turn the fine adjustment
knob left or right.

*Positioning along the X-axis can also be performed on the board holder.
For details, see the instruction manual of the board holder

* Rotation angle (0)

(DLoosen the knob.
(2)Rotate the armpiece and adjust the
position of where the air will strike.

+ Z-axis direction
Adjust the height using the lock lever.

NOTE :

If you want to be sure that the handpiece
doesn't hit the board, adjust the height
using the fine adjustment screw.

*About the positioning unit
The positioning unit is used when removing parts utilizing the pickup indicator
(refer to the HAKKO FR-811/FR-810B instruction manual).

Example)

(DSet the nozzle and pad above the part to be removed.

(@In the above condition, the height of the yellow marker shown in the window

is used as the standard.

(3With the vacuum on, raise the handpiece to the height of the positioning unit.
The marker position will move down slightly.

(HWhen the solder is melted and the part is lifted up, the marker will return to
its original position.

(3Raise it to
this line.

Yellow marker

(®Marker moves
down slightly.

@Marker moves up.

It can be used only with g7
and @8 vacuum pads.
