(4) Connect the handpiece to the station
and turn on the power switch.

(5) Adjust the N2 gas flow rate and
allow gas to flow into the handpiece.

If the gas is flowing at
Loa1= a flow rate exceeding the recommended range, the tip temperature may not
reach the setting temperature.

Remove flux, debris, and other particulates adhering to the nipple. It may
cause contact failure inside the handpiece.
