4. Operation

4-1. Preparation for work

(1) Check the direction of the tip shape and
the D cut portion, and insert the tip
throughly to the end.

(2) Adjust the tip direction to align each
other. The slit in the tip insertion holder
may be used to align the direction of
the tip.

(3) Put the handpiece in the iron holder.
Connect the handpiece to the station
and turn on the power switch.

4-2. Tip alignment
