*Pre-filter lamp (orange) and main filter lamp (red) flash, but if you can not replace 
the main filter immediately, observe the following procedure.

B. Main filter 

Pre-filter lamp (orange) and main filter lamp (red) flash.
Set the flow selection switch to RESET with the power switch on. (The fan will stop.)
Open the upper cover and then remove the pre-filter only. Fit the new pre-filter on top of the 
main filter so that it lies flat with no gaps, then close the upper cover.
Set the flow selection switch back to the previous position. 
After 5 seconds are passed, the red lamp will be turned off.
