@ Installing the G3 blade

1. Install the knife blade (G3) into the HAKKO FT-8003.

NOTE:
Do not insert the blades other than the G3.

Doing so may result in damage to the unit.

@ Connection

1. Connect the cord assembly of
HAKKO FT-8003 into the
receptacle of HAKKO FT-801.

2. Place the HAKKO FT-8003 in the
handpiece holder. (Fig.1)

NOTE:
Use a dedicated handpiece holder.

3. When using the sleep function, insert one end of the
connecting cable into the jack at the back of the

handpiece holder and the othrer end into =\
the jack at the back of the station %
to connect them. (Fig.2)

4. Plug the power cord into a
ground wall socket.

@ Removing the blade
1. Turn off the power and allow the blade to cool. |

2. Hook the iron flange with blade removal tool Ll
(included with FT-801) and
remove the blade.

6. MAINTENANCE

@®Blade Maintenence

If the blade becomes oxidized, it will be difficult to melt the
insulation. Remove oxide and stripped insulation debris from the
blade with a wire brush. Use light pressure when cleaning the
blade. Excessive pressure can damage the blade and shorten
blade life.

Do not clean the blade when they are hot.

7. CHECKING PROCEDURE

/\ CAUTION

After the power is turned on, the blade temperature can reach as

high as 800°C (1472°F). Improper handling may cause burns or fire.

Be sure to observe the following precautions.

@ Do not touch the blade or metal parts near the blade.

@ Do not allow the blade to come close to, or touch, flammable materials.

@ Inform others in the area that the unit is hot and should not be touched.

@ Turn the power off when not in use, or left unattended.

@ Turn the power off when changing parts or storing the HAKKO FT-8003.

® This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children)
with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience
and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

Measure the resistance across these positions.

1. Check for a broken heater
Check the heating element for electric fault.
Measure the heater element at room temperature
(15 to 25°C; 59 to 77°F).
Normal resistance value on is 12.6Q +10%. If resistance value is
abnormal, replace the blade with a new one.

2. Checking the connection cord for breakage.
Attach normal G3 blade (with normal heater resistance) to HAKKO
FT-8003. Measure the resistance between the connector pins.
Between pin 1 and pin 5: 11.3 to 13.9Q.
If the resistance value is different from the above values,
replace the HAKKO FT-8003.

8. PARTS LIST ®

® Observe the following precautions to prevent accidents or damage to the unit.

® Do not use the HAKKO FT-8003 for applications other than wire stripping.
® Do not strike the blade against workbench to remove stripped insulation debris.
This will damage the blade.
® Do not modify the HAKKO FT-8003.
® Do not allow the HAKKO FT-8003 to become wet, or use it when hands are wet.
@ Since smoke is produced when using the wire stripper, be sure the work area
is well ventilated.
